
Rules & 
Regulations

The following guidelines have been put in place for the safety and enjoyment of all 
Lubee Bat Conservancy staff and FL Bat Festival guests.

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY:
1. The purchase of a FL Bat Festival ticket indicates that each attendee will follow all rules and regulations have been put in place for the 

safety of Lubee Bat Conservancy's animals, staff, and other FL Bat Festival guests. Failure to comply, under any circumstances, is immediate 
grounds for removal. No refunds will be given.

2. All FL Bat Festival Beer Garden attendees (aka beer sampling ticket holders) must be at least 21 years of age. IDs will be checked upon 
entrance to the FL Bat Festival. ALL attendees must bring valid identification. No ID = no admittance OR refund, even if you have a ticket. Beer 
Garden Vendors reserve the right to refuse to serve any attendee who is deemed too intoxicated or disruptive. Please drink responsibly and 
know your limit!

3. There is NO handling, holding, or touching of bats during the FL Bat Festival. Disregard of this rule is immediate grounds for removal. No 
refunds will be given.

4. By purchasing a FL Bat Festival ticket, you acknowledge and allow Lubee Bat Conservancy and its representatives to use any photographs or 
videos taken of you during the event for future promotional purposes or other uses without further consent. You also release Lubee Bat 
Conservancy from any future claims for compensation.

5. FL Bat Festival guests release Lubee Bat Conservancy from any and all injuries or illnesses during the FL Bat Festival, and from any and all 
losses or damages to personal property arising out of or connected with, or in any manner pertaining to this event.

6. To maintain a safe and enjoyable FL Bat Festival environment, the following items are prohibited from being brought into the festival and 
onto Lubee Bat Conservancy property:

• Firearms, ammunition, knives and weapons of any kind weapons are prohibited. Objects that look like weapons or firearms 
are prohibited also.

• The smoking of tobacco, e-cigarettes or other products that produce a vapor or smoke are NOT allowed anywhere on Lubee 
Bat Conservancy property,  Including the FL Bat Festival.

• Fireworks or other similarly explosive and/or flammable objects.
• Outside alcoholic beverages are not permitted.
• Horns, whistles, megaphones, or artificial noise makers that will disturb the Lubee Bat Conservancy bats and the FL Bat 

Festival guests.
• Balloons and plastic straws are not permitted.
• Inappropriate attire or visible tattoos that could be considered inappropriate, such as those containing objectionable 

language or designs, are not permitted.

7.    Children under 16 years old must be supervised by an adult at all times.
8.  NO PETS ALLOWED. Pets of any species are not allowed on grounds during the FL Bat Festival. 
9.    SERVICE DOGS. Service dogs that has been trained to perform specific tasks for a person with a disability may enter the FL Bat Festival                     
  grounds. Please note that service dogs are prohibited from entering the main bat viewing area. This is for the safety of the Lubee Bat      
   Conservancy bats. 
10.  The FL Bat Festival is “Rain or Shine.” There is no rain date.
11.    ALL TICKET SALES ARE FINAL. THERE ARE NO REFUNDS.

This is by no means an all-inclusive list of rules to abide by. Lubee Bat 
Conservancy reserves the right to change these rules at any time 
without notice. If these rules are not adhered to, we reserve the right 
to escort you off the property and prevent admittance into any future 
Lubee Bat Conservancy events.
